2026 Information Sheet 

Te Rūnanga o Ngāti Kearoa Ngāti Tuara is committed to investing in the future of the hapū by offering 

education grants to support members undertaking tertiary education. 

Successful applicants may receive up to $1,000 to assist with education-related costs. 

The guiding principle behind these grants is twofold: 

1. A demonstrated high level of academic achievement, and 

2. A clear commitment to the development and wellbeing of Ngāti Kearoa Ngāti Tuara. 

Eligibility Criteria 

Applicants must: 

• Be a registered member of Ngāti Kearoa Ngāti Tuara. 

• Be enrolled in a registered tertiary institution in Aotearoa New Zealand. 

o If the fund is oversubscribed, priority will be given to full-time students. 

 (A full-time study load is typically 120 points per year or 1 EFTS. For Student Allowance 

purposes, a full-time student must be enrolled in at least 0.8 EFTS — e.g., 96 points 

annually or 48 points in a trimester.) 

• Provide official academic results confirming successful course completion. 

• Show a commitment to participate in Ngāti Kearoa Ngāti Tuara activities and engage with 

Kearoa Marae and/or Taharangi Marae. 

The responsibility lies with each applicant to demonstrate to the Trustees that they meet all eligibility 

requirements. 

 

Additional Expectations 

Successful recipients are expected to either: 

• Successful recipients are expected to either present on their studies and the impact of receiving 

the grant at the AGM in the year they receive it, or
